The Pocahontas Project (TPP) invites Indigenous Peoples’ Day (IPD) supporters 
across the USA to affect positive social change as an IPD Domino by accepting the 
Letters to Legislators (LTL) Power of 10 Challenge = LTLX10. This citizen action 

challenge is met when you send and/or arrange 10 IPD letters to 10 legislators + 

recruit 10 IPD Dominos (family, friend, colleague) to do likewise, creating the 
ultimate domino effect. Instead of a chain letter, it is a “change letter” campaign. 

Bonus civic pride and unity points are available for connecting with folks across the 
country as IPD is a local, state and national opportunity for positive social change.
